Summary of the Upcoming Week

e Near daily risk for severe thunderstorms across W-Ctrl/N T X, OK, and AR

through the upcoming weekend. Storms may produce heavy rainfall
Wednesday/Thursday.

e Early season heat in S/SE TX continues into the holiday weekend.

e Elevated to critical fire weather conditions in NM, Far W TX through the week.

e Moderate to major river flooding across E/SE TX and LA through the week will
gradually improve with lessening impacts.

e No tropical cyclone activity is expected during the next 7 days.
