e Moderate risk area for severe thunderstorms across OK today and a Slight risk for
severe thunderstorms across E OK, NE TX, AR on Sunday.

e Extreme fire weather conditions across S NM today with elevated to critical fire
weather conditions across NM,W T X on Sunday.

e Slight risk for excessive rainfall across NE OK today and N/NW TX on Tuesday.
e Moderate and isolated major river flooding is slowly receding across SETX and LA.

e Record heat across S TX peaks this weekend and gradually decreases by the middle of
next week.
