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r& Summary of the Upcoming Week

e Enhanced risk for severe thunderstorms and slight risk of excessive rainfall across NE AR
today.

e Elevated fire weather conditions across NM,W TX today.
e Slight risk of severe storms across E LA on Monday.

e Repeated rounds of rainfall will increase flash flood risk across S OK, N/NW/Ctrl/NETX
Tuesday through Thursday.

e Moderate and isolated major river flooding is slowly receding across SE TX and LA with
isolated minor river flooding in S AR.

e Record heat across S TX peaks Monday and gradually decreases by the middle of this week.
