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Summary of the Upcoming Week

e Threat for excessive rainfall over NM burn scars and for portions of TX, LA, AR.
Biggest threat is Monday for S NM burn scars and TX.

e Tropical Weather Outlook:

o Medium (40%) chance of tropical development in the central Atlantic/Antilles
by early to mid next week. No tropical impacts to FEMA 6 in the next 7 days.

o Low (20%) chance of tropical development near the TX/LA coasts. Regardless of
development, flash flooding is primary hazard for coastal TX and LA through
mid week.

o Low (20%) chance of a new wave over Africa seeing tropical development in the
eastern Atlantic. No impacts.
