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r& Summary of the Upcoming Week
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e No significant weather impacts to FEMA 6 over the next 5 days.

e Tropical Weather Outlook:

o An area of low pressure could form over the western Caribbean Sea in a couple of days
and has a medium chance (50%) of developing into a tropical depression during the
middle part of next week as the system enters the Gulf of Mexico. Monitoring for possible
tropical impacts along the Gulf Coast late week and into the weekend.

o No impacts to FEMA 6 from Hurricane Isaac, Tropical Storm Joyce or a disturbance in the
central Tropical Atlantic.
