e Tropical Weather Outlook:

o A broad trough of low pressure is producing a large area of disorganized showers and
thunderstorms from the southwestern Caribbean Sea into the southern Gulf of Mexico.
Environmental conditions could support some gradual development of this system.There
is a medium chance (40%) that a tropical depression could form over the weekend as the
broader disturbance moves fully into the Gulf of Mexico. Monitor for possible impacts by
early next week.

o No impacts to FEMA 6 from Kirk and one disturbance in the eastern Tropical Atlantic.
