e Marginal risk for severe storms over SW/Cntl TX Thursday/Friday. Threats include large hail, damaging
winds, and an isolated tornado.

e Tropical Weather:
o Hurricane Rafael is nearing Cuba and is expected move into the Gulf of Mexico today/tonight.
