The main question today regarding winter weather
is, "How long can rain switch back to snow
throughout the day?' Prolonged rain rather than
snow will promote melting of existing snowfall,
limiting new accumulations to only a few inches or
less, with lesser impacts. Any locations that are
able to stay snow longer before precipitation ends
could see 5-10 inches of nhew accumulations, and
increased impacts.
