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Summary
● Elevated fire weather threat over E NM today due to gusty winds/low relative humidity. 

● Strong weather system will produce a slight chance (level 2 of 5) of severe storms Wed 
over W-Cntrl TX and Thu over N and Cntrl TX. In addition, a slight risk (level 2 of 4) of 
heavy rainfall/flash flooding Thu over SE OK, SW AR, NW LA, N/E TX and Fri over E TX, 
AR and LA. 

● Snow will develop Wednesday and Thursday over N  NM. 

● Minor river flooding will continue into next week in E TX. Additional minor (possibly 
moderate) flooding may occur in E TX and LA starting late week with the expected 
heavy rainfall.
