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Summary
● Increasing concern for critical to extreme (levels 2-3 of 3) fire weather conditions today through 

Tuesday for portions of NM east through OK. Significant fires more likely with a low to medium 
chance of wildfire outbreak.

● Slight to enhanced risk (levels 2-3 of 5) of severe weather today through Tuesday as front moves 
east from TX Panhandle across OK, N TX into AR and LA. A few tornadoes possible.

● Slight risk (level 2 of 4) for heavy rain leading to flash flooding in AR on Tuesday.

● Minor (level 2 of 4) river flooding forecast through next week in E TX, AR, LA. Rain not expected 
to create significant river flooding, but may lead to new minor river rises.
