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Summary
● Elevated to Critical (levels 1-2 of 3) fire weather conditions along with blowing dust over NM, 

TX/OK Panhandles and W TX today and expanding on Saturday into S/C TX. Elevated to critical 
fire weather (levels 1-2 of 3) prevails on Sunday for SW TX. 

● Renewed fire weather concerns Tue/Wed next week NM/TX border.

● Minor to isolated moderate (levels 2-3 of 5) winter impacts from snow from late today through 
Saturday across NM, TX/OK Panhandles. 

● Marginal risk (level 1 of 5) for severe weather in NE TX, SW AR, and LA Saturday.
