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Summary
● Slight risk (level 2 of 5) of severe storms this afternoon in OK due to hail. Marginal risk (level 1 of 

4) of heavy rainfall/flash over S LA today.

● Elevated to critical (levels 1-2 of 3) fire weather conditions over NM, W TX and the TX/OK 
Panhandle today. Elevated to critical (levels 1-2 of 3) fire weather conditions in parts of NE, TX, 
and W OK persist through the middle of next week.

● Enhanced risk (level 3 of 5) of severe storms over E OK, AR, E TX, N LA tomorrow and slight risk 
(level 2 of 5) SE LA on Monday. 

● Enhanced risk (level 3 of 5) of severe storms for OK, AR, NE TX, N LA next Wednesday. Slight risk
