Thursday, moderate risk for AR, Friday, moderate risk SE OK, AR, 
NE TX. Saturday, moderate risk SE OK, AR, NE TX, N LA. Considerable flash, urban and small 
stream flooding is possible. 

● Critical (level 2 of 3) fire weather concerns continue for much of NM, W TX, TX/OK Panhandles 
through Thursday.

● Minor river flooding over E TX and SW LA with mainly impacts to lowland areas and secondary 
roads. Widespread minor to moderate river flooding is expected to develop over E OK, AR, NE TX 
and N LA with isolated major river flooding over AR mid-week into the weekend.
