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Summary
● Severe Storms: Today has a Moderate risk (level 4 of 5) for SE OK, AR, NE TX with a slight risk 

(level 2 of 5) across TX.  Enhanced risk (level 3 of 5) E TX, SE AR, LA for Saturday. Medium to high 
chance for tornadoes each day. 

● Flooding: Today and Saturday are High risk (level 4 of 4) for SE OK, AR and Moderate risk (level 3 
of 4) stretching south into NE TX.  High risk (level 4 of 4) continues over AR on Saturday with a 
moderate risk (level 3 of 4) over SE OK, NE TX, N LA. Slight risk (level 2 of 4) over SE LA on 
Sunday. 

● Winter impacts develop this evening over N/E New Mexico with 5-10” of snow and 50 mph wind 
gusts reducing visibility to near zero by Saturday morning along I-25. Snow will spread into the 
TX/OK Panhandles on Saturday producing hazardous driving conditions. 

● Widespread minor to moderate flooding with isolated major river flooding over AR, N/E TX, LA 
through next week. AR will see the highest risk for more widespread major river flooding.
