● Flash Flooding:  Monday, marginal risk (level 1 of 4) over OK and NW TX. Tuesday, slight risk (level 
2 of 4) over OK, NW TX, NW and Wednesday, slight risk (level 2 of 4) over E/S OK, N/NE TX and 
W AR. 

● Fire Weather: Today, critical to extremely critical (levels 2-3 of 3) fire weather threat across NM 
and W TX with an elevated threat (level 1 of 3) over NM and far W TX Mon/Tue.  

● River Flooding: Moderate river flooding over AR persists the next 7 days with isolated major 
flooding in SE LA, cresting late next week. Isolated moderate to major river flooding in SW OK 
through Tuesday.
