Monday
lowers to a Marginal risk (level | of 4) across most of FEMA 6.

e Heat: Temperatures will feel like 110-115 degrees in STX this weekend into early next week.

e Tropical: Tropical development is not expected in the next 7 days.

e Minor to isolated moderate river flooding in OK;AR, ETX, and LA. Rainfall in the Southern Plains
may lead to additional minor and isolated moderate river rises in OK,; AR, and TX.
