● Heat: Temperatures will be above normal for NM, Far W TX through Tuesday. 

● Fire Weather: Elevated to critical (levels 1-2 of 3) return today, Tuesday, Saturday, and Sunday for 
portions of NM.

● Tropical: Tropical development is not expected in the next 7 days.

● River Flooding: Moderate/Minor (isolated major) river flooding in OK, AR, TX, and LA. Trinity River 
at Riverside is Moderate and impacts homes.
