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e Flash Flooding: Moderate risk (level 2 of 4) for burn scar/debris flow flash flooding in S NM today
today; increasing to Major (level 3 of 4) Monday and Tuesday across all the burn scar areas.
Marginal risk (level | of 4) over E NM, NW TX, N OK and N AR today, NM, NW TX, OK and AR
Monday and Tuesday; S NM and W T X Wednesday and Thursday.

e Severe Weather: Marginal risk (level | of 5) today over NE NM and N OK.

e River Flooding: Trinity River at Liberty, T X has dropped to moderate flood stage and is forecast to
drop into minor flood stage on Wednesday.

e Tropical:
o TD 2 has developed in the Bay of Campeche and will make landfall in Mexico later today or
tonight. No impacts to FEMA 6.
o An area of low pressure may form later this week along the eastern Gulf Coast. Some gradual
tropical or subtropical development could occur thereafter as it drifts slowly just off the U.S.
coastline. No impacts to FEMA 6 expected.
