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Summary
● Flash Flooding:

○ Slight risk (level 2 of 4) tomorrow in NE OK and NE AR. 
 
● Severe Weather:

○ Slight risk (level 2 of 5) tomorrow over E OK, AR, NE TX, N LA. 
■ Timing: Mid-afternoon through around midnight. 

● Fire Weather:   
○ Elevated risk (level 1 of 3) tomorrow in N/C TX, SW OK.
○ Elevated risk Monday over OK and N/NW/C TX. 

● Tropical Weather:   
○ Eastern Pacific disturbance off the coast of western Mexico has a medium (50%) chance of development. 

No FEMA 6 impacts are expected. 
○ An area in the tropical Atlantic has a low (30%) of formation in the next 7 days. No FEMA 6 impacts are 

expected in the next week.
○ An area off the NE U.S. has a low (10%) of formation in the next 7 days. No FEMA 6 impacts are expected 

in the next week.
