o Elevated (level | of 3) threat across TX/OK Panhandles,W OK today.

e Winter Weather/Cold:

o Freezing temps across much of FEMA 6 Monday AM/Tuesday AM as temps and wind chills drop into the
20s and 30s south to the Gulf Coast of TX and into central/southern LA.

e Tropical Weather:
o Tropical cyclone activity is not expected in the next 7 days for FEMA 6.
