● Flash Flooding:
○ Marginal to Slight risk (level 1-2 of 4) today in N AR, E OK, NE TX. 
○ Marginal risk Friday over E OK, AR, NE TX and over AR, SE OK, N/Cntrl/E TX, NW LA on Saturday. 
○ Marginal risk S AR, E TX, and LA on Sunday.
