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e Fire Weather:

o Elevated to critical (levels |-2 of 3) fire weather concerns for portions of NM;W/NW TX, and OK through
Sunday.

o On Sunday, wind gusts associated with a dry cold front could be very high (over 50 mph), leading to critical
fire weather concerns for portions of NM, NW/W TX,W OK.

m Blowing dust, power outages, and difficult travel for high profile vehicles on Sunday due to strong winds
for ENM, NW TX,W OK.

e Severe Weather:
o Slight risk (level 2 of 5) for severe storms in E OK;AR, ETX, N LA - mainly a damaging wind threat.

e River Flooding:
o Minor river flooding is expected to continue through at least Monday in portions of N/ETX,E AR,and S
LA. Lowlands and secondary roads flooded.
