o Slight risk (level 2 of 4) today over N/S/IETX,S AR and W LA.
m Monitoring for potential of moderate risk (level 3 of 4) over SE/E TX and W LA.
o Slight risk Sunday over SE/ETX, LA.
m Monitoring for higher risk over SE TX into W LA.
o Marginal risk (levels | of 4) Monday over E/SETX,AR and LA.
o Additional heavy rainfall will spread across TX, LA Tuesday through Thursday.

e Severe Storms:
o Marginal risk (level | of 5) today over E NM, TX/OK Panhandles, S/ICtrl TX, S LA. Damaging wind and

hail are the main threats.

e River Flooding:
o Monitoring TX/LA for widespread minor to moderate river flooding into the Memorial Day weekend

and next week.
