m Marginal risk continues Saturday over SW OK, NW-SW TX; Sunday over N/CTX.

e Severe Storms:
o Slight risk (level 2 of 5) for severe thunderstorms in W/SW TX today.

e River Flooding:
o Monitoring TX, S LA for river flooding due to heavy rainfall through the week.

e Fire Weather:
o Elevated risk (level | of 3) over W NM Wednesday and Thursday.
