● Severe Storms:

○ Marginal risk (level 1 of 5) today over W OK, TX/OK Panhandles. 
○ Slight risk (level 2 of 5) Thursday over TX Panhandle, OK, NW AR .
○ Monitoring N OK/TX Panhandles on Saturday.

● Flash Flooding:
○ Marginal risk (level 1 of 4) Thursday for N TX, OK, AR; Friday for E NM, OK, AR, W/N TX.
○ Slight risk (level 2 of 4) Saturday over NE OK and NW AR. 
○ Marginal risk Sunday over OK, AR, N TX; Monday over E TX, N LA and S AR. 

● Heat:
○ Minor risk (level 2 of 5) through Sunday over portions of OK, TX, AR, LA.

● Fire Weather:
○ Elevated (level 1 of 3) in N NM Today through Friday.

● Burn Scar Flooding: 
○ Low risk over the Sacramento Complex through Friday with a moderate risk (level 2 of 3) on Friday 

and Saturday. 
● Tropical: 

○ A broad area of low pressure could form over the Bay of Campeche late this week. Conditions are 
not expected to be favorable for significant development, and the system should move inland over 
eastern Mexico late this weekend. No impacts are expected to FEMA 6.
